Art Project The VC Gallery decided to run a
second project. Working with some of the
groups we had worked with on the first
project but also enlarging the catchment
area to include several new venues across
the county.

The project was active for 6 months and in
that time engaged with over 100 senior

As well as providing art engagement for
Community groups the VC Gallery has also
worked with several local schools. Providing
field art trips but also working closely with the
Darwin Experience.

The VC Gallery also works closely with the Army
Preparation course at Pembrokeshire College
and have lead several field trips around Pem-
brokeshire with the course.

The VC Gallery has also worked with the
University of South Wales to provide a field
placement for their students on the therapeutic
arts degree course and hosted 20 of their
students for 3 days last spring and gave many of
the students their first taste of working with the

community.

Under The Bridge 2

The VC Gallery worked in partnership with The
Port of Milford Haven, Arts Care Gofal Celf and
the Torch theatre on a 6 week engagement with
young people in Milford Haven.
« The Project aimed to combat Anti-social
behaviour which was taking place around
Milford Haven Docks.
